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“Don’t let your hearts be troubled.”

That’s easier said than done, you might think. But what if these
words were coming from the mouth of a man who rose from the dead? Our
Lord Jesus Christ endured the very worst the world could impose
on Him; He was beaten and betrayed, despised and deserted, tortured and
crucified. But by far worst of all, He was forsaken and damned by His
heavenly Father as punishment for crimes He had not committed. He Who
had no sin of His own, was made to be sin on our account — then He suffered
in His own body the due penalty of all of our collective sins in our place — so
that in Him we might become the righteousness of God (II Cor. 5:21). “He
was crucified, dead and buried,” as we confess in the creeds.

But on the third day, He rose again from the dead just as He had
repeatedly promised that He would. There is nothing so scary, so
treacherous, so horrible or painful in this world that our Lord Jesus cannot
relate to and understand. He has suffered the worst and lives again as
the victor over it. Now He invites us, “Trust in God; Trust also in Me!” Our
Risen Savior promises His presence with us through all of the suffering,
confusion and pain we experience in this world. Then He tells us, “Do not
be afraid; I have overcome the world.”

There is no one else who can make that claim besides Jesus,
because there has never been anyone else who was innocent. We have all
sinned and fallen short of the glory of God, so there has never been anyone
qualified to lay down their perfect life as a sacrifice for our sin. And there
sure as heaven has never been anyone else who had the power to rise again
from the dead after dying for us! Jesus has earned the right to tell us, “I
am the Way, the Truth and the Life.” He has the authority to tell us not
to let our hearts be troubled because He has defeated death and prepared a
place in heaven for us.

But this peace, this comfort and confidence in the face of life’s
uncertainties is tied directly to faith in Jesus. Hope does not come from
wishful thinking or an optimistic attitude. It comes solely through
faith in Jesus, Who died for our sins once for all, but now lives for all
eternity. So do not let your hearts be troubled. Trust in God; Trust
in Jesus! He is the only One Who will never let you down!

The Meaning of the Stephen Ministry Logo

The logo's most dominant feature is the cross of Jesus. It reminds us that
Christ is at the center of Stephen Ministry and all Stephen Ministry
relationships.

The broken person behind the cross symbolizes how we are all broken ®
people, broken by our own sin and imperfections.

The Stephen Series logo tells the story of a care receiver's journey from brokenness to
wholeness through the transforming power of the cross of Jesus. It serves as a simple reminder
that it is not the Stephen Minister who restores a person to wholeness. Rather, it is only
through the cross of Jesus that a person can be made whole.

They also continued to learn their letters, focusing on E, F, and G. The children went on a nature
hike with flashlights and talked about animals that hibernate in the winter and animals that are awake at night. They
ended the month learning about fish & animals that live in water. The children made Trinity Shamrocks to celebrate St.
