March 21:          The fifth mark:          Spiritual Friendships    (Matthew 26: 57 - 75) 

March 28:          The sixth mark:         Giving                             (II Corinthians 8:1 -9) 
 

These services will expose our complacent attitudes toward Christian 

Discipleship and our propensity to be content with mere church 

membership.  They will assure us that we can receive Godõs forgiveness for 

our past failures and His strength for our future successes in the marks our 

Savior suffered to set us free from our sins.  We will then be challenged to  

become doers of Godõs Word and not just hearers who deceive 

ourselves  into thinking everything is okay because we know what Godõs 

Word says.  Jesus Himself tells us:  òNot everyone who says to Me, ôLord, 

Lord,õ will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only him who does the will 

of my Father  who is in heaven.

Parent/Teacher conferences were 

conducted on January 26 & 27.   

We are blessed with a wonderful, 

teaching staff.  The conferences 

are blanketed in prayer for every 

child, parent, and teacher.  

Teachers take advantage of 

private time with parents to ask 

them about their childõs (and the 

familiesõ) spiritual growth and try 

to lay the foundation for giving the 

matter serious thought. I always 

quote Mrs. Samara, òNo one might 

ever talk to them about this again.  

It isnõt going to happen in the 

public schools.  I canõt worry about 

what they might think of me.ó  
 

The two -year-old class spent most 

of January learning about winter.  

They had fun bringing winter 

inside playing with snow, ice, and 

water; and learning about wet and 

dry, hot and cold. The children 

also learned about the colors blue 

and white, and had fun painting 

and gluing. They practiced skills 

like cutting, tearing, pouring, 

balancing, and hopping.  They had 

fun dressing up in hats, mittens, 

and gloves in the dramatic play 

area; and can all now "flip" their 

coats on over their heads. They 

worked hard on waiting this 

month for: a turn, to play in the 

gym, for snack, or for someone else 

to stop talking so they could talk. 

The children learned that God 

wants us to be patient.  They 

learned that Anna and Simeon 

had to wait to see baby Jesus at 

the temple, that Jesus grew from a 

little baby to a little boy in the 

same manor that they grow, and 

that Jesus had an important job to 

do: tell others about God.

The three -year-old children have 

learned that Jesus grew, went to 

school, played with friends and 

helped his parents, just like they 

do.  They painted with ice and 

talked about animals that live in 

and enjoy the snow.

They are also working 

on colors and shapes, working 

with scissors, gross motor skills.  

They learned there is a whole new 

world at the seashore: from sand 

and shells to fish and mammals.
